        As you all know, we work diligently to contract with insurance companies to ensure that our members are able to receive the maximum amount of benefits. In these negotiations our members are required to meet certain guidelines of professional conduct. One of these items is the insurance that you, as professionals, must carry. 

        Due to the requirements of the insurance companies that we are contracting with, our minimum requirements will also change, effective immediately. Our past requirements stated that you must carry “a minimum of $1,000,000 (one million dollars) business/professional liability plus $2,000,000 (two million dollars) in aggregate coverage.” 

       Our new, and current requirements are as follows:



A minimum coverage of $1,000,000 (one million dollars) professional 

liability aggregate, per occurrence.


         IN ADDITION TO



A minimum coverage of $3,000,000 (three million dollars) general

 liability aggregate, per occurrence.

        Some insurance companies combine the two. If that is the case, and  it is reflected in the insurance documentation that we already have, or if your insurance coverage already meets or exceeds our minimum requirements, please disregard this letter. If your coverage does not meet these requirements, please contact your insurance provider and make the necessary adjustments to your policy. Upon receiving a copy of your new policy, please forward HHP a copy so that we may update your file.
