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Section 1.    
(a) A health care practitioner shall communicate to the patient, at the initial patient visit, in writing, his or her name, practitioner's license type, as granted by this state, their highest level of academic degree held, and their primary practice areas by one of the following methods:
(A) In writing to a patient at the patient’s initial office visit. 


(B) In a prominent display in an area visible to patients in his or her office

(1)Individuals licensed under Chapter 6 (commencing with

Section 2700), Chapter 8.3 (commencing with Section 3700), and Chapter 11 (commencing with Section 4800) are not required to disclose the highest level of academic degree he or she holds.

(b) In addition to the requirements in subdivision (a) an individual licensed under Chapter 5 (commencing with Section 2000) or under the Osteopathic Act, who is certified by (1) an American Board of Medical Specialties member board, (2) a board or association with equivalent requirements approved by that person's medical licensing authority, or (3) a board or association with an Accreditation Council for Graduate Medical Education approved postgraduate training program that provides complete training in that specialty or subspecialty, shall disclose the name of the board or association at the initial patient visit, in writing by either method described in (a).
(1) Subdivisions (a) and (b) and (c) shall not apply to a health care practitioner who provides professional medical services to enrollees of a health care service plan that exclusively contracts with a single medical group in a specific geographic area to provide or arrange for professional medical services for the enrollees of the plan.

(2) Subdivisions (a) and (b) and (c) shall not apply to a health care practitioner working in a facility licensed under Section 1250 of the Health and Safety Code or in a clinical laboratory licensed under Section 1265.
(c.)If a health care practitioner chooses to disclose the data specified in (A) of subdivision (a) and (b) shall be entered onto on an information sheet, the information shall be in at least 18-point type and presented, in writing, at the initial patient visit in the following format:

(d) A health care practitioner who provides information regarding their health care services on a website must prominently display the information required in subdivisions (a) and (b) of this section.
